Yongchaiyudh also spoke on efforts to
furhter promote both countries’ economic
cooperation. He said that in the past, the
relationship has been limited to trade in
only a couple of items. Ninety-nine per cent
of Thailand’s imports from Brunei
Darussalam is crude oil, while most of
Brunei imports from Thailand is rice.

“We should therefore attempt to
broaden and diversify our economic
relationship into new areas of cooperation.
We should also maximise opportunities for
mutual benefit by working more closely
with other interested partners,” said the
prime minister.

Apart from trade and investment, the

prime minister pointed that tourism should
serve as a principal vehicle for people to
get to know one another better and for
building bridges of friendship.

The prime minister noted that ASEAN
will soon become a larger community with
future membership of Cambodia, Laos and
Myanmar, and the efforts to achieve an
ASEAN Free Trade Area is pressing ahead.

He pointed that Brunei Darussalam has
