reaffirmed their commitment to further 
enhance cooperation and collaboration in 
areas of mutual interest for the benefit of 
the people of both countries. 

According to the Joint Statement issued 
at the consultation, His Majesty and the 
Prime Minister of Malaysia reaffirmed the 
importance in further strengthening the 
relationship by advancing dialogue and 
mutual understanding between the two 
countries. They expressed satisfaction 
on the positive development and agreed  
that the momentum should be maintained.
 
Both Leaders were pleased with the 
continued efforts made since their last 
meeting during the Official Visit of the 
Prime Minister of Malaysia to Brunei 
Darussalam on the 2nd until the 3rd of 
September 2018.

The Leaders welcomed the latest 
progress under the Implementation of 
the Exchange of Letters mechanism 
and expressed satisfaction at the 
continued progress made by PETRONAS 
and PetroleumBRUNEI through the 
collaboration in the Commercial 
Arrangement Areas (CAA) and Production 
Sharing Agreements (PSA). 

The Leaders also welcomed the positive 
progress made by the joint technical 
committee on the demarcation and 
survey of the land boundary between 
Malaysia and Brunei Darussalam and 
noted that both sides have agreed not to 
undertake any activities in areas where 
joint demarcation and survey has yet to 
be completed.

Both Leaders noted the ongoing 
discussions between officials from 
both countries on the provision of the  
Exchange of Letters relating to maritime 
access and also encouraged their officials 
to explore innovative ways to develop 
maritime cooperation between the two 
countries. In this regard, the Leaders 
welcomed the ongoing discussions 
between their officials in this field with 
a view to having a Memorandum of 
Understanding on Maritime Cooperation.

The Leaders expressed satisfaction 
at the continued progress in trade and 
investment cooperation, particularly with 
the states of Sabah and Sarawak. 

The Leaders also urged for more 
synergy in economic cooperation and 
promotion in the areas of transport and 
infocommunications, energy, tourism, 
agriculture, livestock and fisheries.

The Leaders welcomed the ongoing 
discussion between Malaysia and Brunei 
Darussalam on cooperation in several 
sectors and Brunei Darussalam noted 
that Malaysia will put forward a proposed 
MoU relating to fisheries cooperation as 
well as the engagement between the 
relevant officials on matters related to  
immigration cooperation, including the 
Brunei-Malaysia Frequent Traveller 
Programme (BMFTP), which has eased 
travel between both countries and 
enhanced people-to-people connectivity.

Both Leaders also took note of the ongoing 
negotiations pertaining to the MoU on 
Cooperation in the Field of Transport. 

The Leaders welcomed the signing of  
the MoU relating to the transfer, escorting 
and movement of prisoners from areas 
between Sabah and Sarawak via Brunei 
Darussalam and the movement of 
prisoners within Brunei Darussalam via 
Sarawak. 

Both Leaders agreed that the MoU will 
facilitate the transfer of prisoners between 
Malaysia and Brunei Darussalam without 
compromising the security and safety 
of the prisoners as well as the 
public.
 
The Leaders expressed their satisfaction 
with the existing bilateral cooperation in 
defence between the Malaysian Armed 

Forces (MAF) and the Royal Brunei 
Armed Forces (RBAF) which continues 
to be strengthened via regular exchanges  
of visits, official level engagements,  
training courses and military exercises.  

The Leaders also underscored the 
importance of defence cooperation 
between the two countries especially in  
maintaining peace and stability in light  
of the security challenges and threats in 
the region.

The Prime Minister of Malaysia looked 
forward to the participation of high-level 
officials from Brunei Darussalam in the 
Langkawi International Maritime and 
Aerospace Exhibition 2019 (LIMA ‘19) on 
the 26th until the 30th of March 2019.

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tourists, especially for the cruise and ferry passengers, as well 
as local residents here,” said the Minister.

Beyond the historical sites and landmarks in Muara, there 
are also jungle trekking activities for avid hikers to Bukit  
Tempayan Pisang. The trek up the hill will reward hikers with 
splendid view of Brunei Bay, the construction of the Temburong 
Bridge, Muara Port, Pulau Muara Besar and the residential  
area of Kampung Perpindahan Serasa. Visitors will be able to 
see two caves, the Radat Cave and the Harimau Cave along 
the way.

Apart from the Muara and Serasa beaches, other places of 
interests available in the area include Kampung Kapok, known 
for its local bananas; Bukit Tempayan Pisang, for its legend of 
the Batu Kumala Naga (Dragon Stone); the Marine Biodiversity 
Centre; and Tanjong Batu, among others.

There are tours readily available to these sites of interests, such 
as the Kampung Kapok Tour, Sunset Beach Ride and underwater 
diving tours.
