Sgeps taken by the Government

Consul of the Netherlands in
Brunei Darussalam, Mr. A.A. Ba-
rendregt spoke of the objectives of
the visit by His Royal Highness
Prince Bernhard.

Minister of Industry and Primary
Resources had stated that log pro-
duction in the country is being
reduced from 150 thousand cubic
metres to 100 thousand cubic
metres with effect from the begin-
ning this year. The move was
made in conjunction with the
World Foresty Day, which Brunei
Darussalam observed on 21
March, 1990. This measure is one
of the efforts taken by the Govern-
ment to protect the environment
and to reduce the green house ef-
fect.

In conjunction with World
Forestry Day a forest nursery
was also officially opened at
Sungai Liang, some 80 kilometres
from the capital, Bandar Seri
Begawan. This nursery is intend-
ed to provide adequate seedlings
for use in the reforestation and af-
forestation programme and to
oi)en up a large-scale forestry
plantation.

While in Bandar Seri Begawan,
the royal visitor heard a briefing
on the country’s forestry policy
from the Director of the Forestry

- Department and a botanist from

the same department.
